GENERAL TRIP INFO

PASSPORTS

YOU WILL NEED A PASSPORT TO VISIT ROMANIA . Your passport pictures are easily made at
your local Walgreens, or AAA travel bureau.
Visit http://www.americanpassport.com/Passport QA.html for info on how to get a passport. Visit
https:.//www.cia.gov/library/publications/the- world-factbook/geos/ro.html for more information
about Romania and travel tips & advisories. Passports take about 6 weeks to process, so please apply as
early as possible.

Once PASSPORTS are in hand, each person will need to make photocopies of them and be sure to put 1 copy of
your in EVERY piece of luggage that you bring, in case it is lost. You will also need to submit one copy to your
youth pastor/leader prior to leaving the U.S.

IMMUNIZATIONS

For your protection Man-to-Man Ministries requires that each person attending a mission trip have the
following immunizations prior to departure:
x A Hepatitis A shot within the last 10 years
x A Tetanus or Tetanus booster within the last 10 years
Please visit: www.cdc.gov/travel/ for detailed info on additional required & recommended shots

needed for the country you will visit.
NOTE: County Health Clinics are the least expensive places to receive immunizations.

MEDICAL INSURA NCE AND INFO

Each person attending this trip has to be insured with supplemental medical coverage. However, it
requires that each individual already have a U.S. major medical insurance plan in place, and each person
MUST BE A U.S. CITIZEN. Your youth pastor/leader will have policy information with them in case of
an emergency.

Note:

This is not a major medical policy. Each person attending this trip must already have a U.S. Major
Medical policy in place. This coverage is designed to work in conjunction with an existing policy. Please
try to bring someone on your team who is a certified R.N. or has great medical knowledge to care for
your team in case of sickness or injury. Bring a small medical kit in your check luggage. Using fanny
packs as smaller medical kits makes it easier for team leaders to carry during the day. Man to Man
Ministries Romaniawill also have a medical kit and a nurse at the camp.

GENERAL TRIP INFO

MINISTRY ITEMS

During your entire visit, you will have opportunities to share your faith. You may also have an impact
on the community through certain "items" that can be brought down in your luggage. Previous teams
have collected items from church members back home who work in organizations that provide "free
stuff” to their clients, i.e.: pens, letter-openers, ball caps, t-shirts, key-chains, candies, coloring
crayons/books, etc. to share with nationals, children and newly-made friends. You can pack these items
in each personds |l uggage or purchase a otetr(tgpeitlpu
well to keep from spilling in flight) and fill it with sports equipment (kickballs, soccer balls, basketballs,
volleyball net & ball, candies, etc.). Local children usually never have any of these items and will be
sincerely grateful if you bring them & leave them behind for them to have. It is also customary to bring
small gifts for the local pastor and his wife when working with a specific local church. (a tie, engraved
bible, perfume, etc.)

CAMERAS

You may want to consider bringing the throwaway cameras instead of the more expensive models. They
now make disposable digital cameras. You will find this is a little easier to handle for quick snap shots,
and less of a temptation for others to steal. Your Team Leader will have a digital camera that can be used
to provide overall group & trip shots for everyone to share. Daily pics will be uploaded to your trip
website (created by Man to Man Ministries) each day during the trip for family & friends back home to
remain connected & informed of the trip progress.

GIVING OUT PERSONAL INFO

Someone may ask you for your address so they <ce¢
best response is to give them your name and you
have your Chur c h-prentechod @pieee ®fpaper anel write your name on them as you hand
them out. PLEASE DO NOT PROMISE ANYTHING TO THE NATIONALS, such as future visits, gifts
via the mail, or staying in contact once you return home. Doing these things would be admirable and
we encourage you to actually do them once you return home; however, to promise them and not follow
through leaves a bad taste in their hearts for missionaries and can damage the ongoing work in their area
because they will think Christians are not trustworthy.

DEVOTIONS & TESTIMONIES

At some point during the project/camp, you or any member of your team, including students, could be
called upon to spontaneously take part in a devotion time or worship service. Be sure to bring your Bible.
It will be a good idea for several members in the group to have devotion ready to be given on the spot.
EVERYONE should be able to stand and give his or her testimony publicly prior to the trip. You never
know when you might be called upon.

Everyone needs to have his/her testimony typed out in 1 paragraph, & pre-printed on small cards, with
their picture copied out to the side. Then have the testimonies converted to the local language.

For translation visit either http://world.altavista.com or www.worldlingo.com then you can make 50+
copies to distribute to the nationals as they build relationships. This will make it easy for each person to
share his or her testimony without having to know the language (Great witnessing tool).

GENERAL TRIP INFO

PERSONAL HYGIENE

This goes without saying . . . soap, shampoo, deodorant, toothbrush/toothpaste, etc. At the same time,
you will want to include good sun block (30+), mosquito repellant, and something like Pepto Bismol.

LUGGAGE

Each person is allowed 1 checked piece, and 1 carry-on. (Airline costs may apply for checkeags depending on
the airline).Do not place locks on checked pieces, and put 1 change of clothing & hygiene items inyour
carry-on as a precaution for lost luggage. Bring enough clothes for the trip.

Washing clothes will be possible. ALL LIQUIDS OR GELS IN CARRY -ONS MUST BE PRESENTED
AT SECURITY IN A CLEAR ZIPLOC BAG. They mustweigh no more than 3oz. or the TSA security
agents will confiscate them. Do not bring guns, knives, blades, tools, or sharp metal objects in your carry-
on.

CLOTHING

Bear in mind that you are missionaries d short-term volunteers, but missionaries none the less.
Please be conservative in your dress. Ladies should wear jeans, capris, or long basketball gym shorts,
pants or dresses (no halter tops, sleeveless shirts,-out blouses or shirts exposing the midrif)

Christian women do not usually wear shorts in public, except on the beaches. Bring comfortable shoes,
since weol |l be doing a good bit of walking. Be
during the summer! (A modest 1 piece only) Sunday dress is pants (jean or khaki), shirts (blouse, polo, or

button down). NOTE: All married women will need a headscarf for Sunday worship. All unmarried women will only
need a headband for Sunday worship. This will  honor their customs of respect.

MEALS

You will be eating all of your meals at the camp. Be sure to pack high-energy snacks like trail mix,

snickers, granola bars, etc. as munchies in your backpack while on the run and for late night snacks.
Please bring money with you to cover meals while traveling through airports to and from Romania. Your international flights
will provide meals in travel.

LODGING

We will all stay at the Camp MIA close to Arad/Timisoara town. The lodging is non air-conditioned (a
luxury in Romania), has private rooms with showers, is bunk- bed style, with all linens provided. The
guys & girls hallways are separated by a common gathering room for meetings & free time.

TRANSPORTATION (in  -country)

We will be transported by ministry vans to/from the Timisoara airport to the camp (approx. 1- hour
ride) on our arrival and departure days. During the week we will also have ministry buses to transport
us to/from our ministry sites.




GENERAL TRIP INFO

INTERNET & CELL PHONES

Our staff will have access to Internet and will be uploading daily pics & blogs about your trip, so your
family & friends back homecanse e how & what youdre doing. Cell
Romania, but it is expensive for international calls or data roaming (calls are typically $2.50/ minute plus ¢
connection feePlease contact your carrier in advance for details to avoid unnecessary excessive charges.
Calling cards are available locally.

MONEY (How much? What kind?)

Your trip is an ALL-INCLUSIVE trip. However, bring $20 for all meals while traveling to & from
Romania, including meals in airports, etc. Your international flights will serve meals for free also.

Personal SPENDING & SOUVENIRS are on your own! We recommend $50-100 for spending. Cash is
always the easiest and can be converted to local currency at any bank, but if it is stolen, it cannot be
recovered. Traveler's checks can be recouped if lost or stolen, but sometimes it is difficult to find a place
to convert them or a "fee" will be applied to their use. ATM machines are widely available and the easiest
way to get money. Major credit cards are acceptable in most locations with a PIN nhumber. We recommen:
keeping any cash in a flegine fanny pack that fits around your waist between your pants and your stomact
wher e it 0 s-marthosleygage s{ordsacardy them very cheap).

DO0Os & DONOTS OF MI SSI ON

To make your ministry as effective as possible, here are a few well-proven guidelines . . .

DO maintain a good and pleasant loving attitude at all times with all people, regardless of how tired you
may become.

DO be prompt for all assignments and meetings. 1 or 2 late people can delay an entire group of people.

DO listen carefully to all announcements and instructions, and write them down if you cannot trust your
memory.

DO take time to develop meaningful relationships on a person-to-person basis. Seek out the nationals for
fellowship, and be patient and unhurried. Sit with the counselors, campers, and local people in the
churches rather than clustering up with your own group.

DO cooperate with other people in furthering their work and satisfying their requests. For example, be
willing to give information, share literature, and pose for photographs without having to be begged by
those needing your help.

DO be hospitable and courteous. Take whatever is offered or served to you graciously, and do the best
you can with it without being offensive and without taking undue risks.

DO stay healthy. Be careful what you eat, and get as much rest as possible. Be careful to stay protected
when in the sun, and drink plenty of bottled water.

DO encourage and help each other. Everyone involved in this mission effort has made a considerable
personal sacrifice in time, money, preparation, and commitment to have this opportunity. It would be
unthinkable for anyone to rob them or you of the joys and experiencesoffere d by t hi s tri
this a great experience for everyone involved.




GENERAL TRIP INFO

DO NOT be noisy and boisterous in public areas, nor speak disparagingly of the nationals, their country,
their customs, their dress, their use of English, or their living conditions. Respect their feelings and p ride
(and realize that most of them will understand English!)

DO NOT smoke, dip, or chew any tobacco products, or drink any alcoholic beverages or drinks that look
like alcoholic beverages. Smoking or drinking would be a serious contradiction to the principles of the
local Christians, missionaries and to the witness they have in the country. Christians in other countries
are much more conservative than most American Christian groups.

DO NOT interfere with those who are busy. There will be times when you may not have something
specific to do. When this occurs, put into operation an alternative plan: pray for those who are working,
prepare for your next assignment, seek out national friends to visit with, catch up on your
correspondence and the recording of your experiences, or simply use the time to rest.

DO NOT go off by yourself. We repeat: DO NOT GO OFF BY YOURSELF! Take a partner with you at
all times, and always let the team leader know where you are going. Certain areas can be dangerous if
precautions are not taken. No prayer walks at night please.

DO NOT make promises to nationals to help them come to the United States, to help finance a project or
some other construction, or to provide them with something of substantial value. Even a hint on your
part may be interpreted as being a firm commitment. Just be very careful. Simply reaffirm to them the
purpose of your visit 8 "to work with the local camp team in reaching the lost with the Gospel of Jesus
Christ".

DO NOT bring expensive looking jewelry,even i f you know it is only
know that! Dondt bring expensive cameras or oth
backpacks to better protect wallets, passports, and disposable cameras.

DO NOT become involved in politics or in discussions of political issues or questions.

DO NOT insist on knowing "why". Just be ready to do what is to be done by responding quickly. There is
not always time to explain the reason for every request. At times, the circumstances just do not permit a
full explanation of the reason.

FINALLY ... Itis important to be continually aware of the fact that you are the viditbe foreigne® while on
the mission field. How you act and what you do are at least as much a part ofijress as what you say. Youl
relationships with all others involvailyour roommate, counselors, campers, other participants in the overall
members of the mission and the host church, local Christians and missiénailidsave a direct effectothe
outcome of the entire project.
